Irhat he enjoyed t{as a16o lor Ger:nany. And if he lought for honor and respect, it was Ger':nan
honor and Gernan respectr and since he is no longer alive on earth, he Bave hi6 life for
Gefmany. l,rhab have you gj.ven? vlho anongst you vrould gj.ve his life foi Geflmny? A1t{ays, you
have only haal pouer, u.atrth! pleasure, Bluttony and over-j.ndulgencer a luxut'ious tife uith-
cut responsibility, with no thought for Gefiiany!
