I'm stil1
uaitins to hear about an' original r raanuscript by J,eonardo da Vincir written with a type-
writer; "Cs Sertots" (The Backlan.l6), was translated into Xnglish as rtRebelfion in the
Backlandsr', & it nakes good readinS' couplete vith photos. It alescribes a cowboy revolt
in NE Brazilrs seni-desert region' shere the Afro-nurasian popufation of nainfy llegro ad-
fiixture lived off cattle & whatevet'else they could eat. That area ll.as prone to supe.sti_
tion & bloodshed, one SruesoBe lncident being the baptisn of a laige rock formation {ith
the blood of lbnocents' spectfically babies & young children. A runor spiead that if such
a baptisfi uere alone' the rock would split open & 'rst. Sebastianr' lnith an arny of angels
,rouLd narch forth, to hake the parched land flow !,/ith tilk & honey. The former Portuguese
King Sebastian vras sainted becau6e he was such an unmitigated disaster for Portugal. He

Realities are
quite different, since the USA|s econonic decline cannot be talked away, nor halted by any
amount of addleat aalvocacy of [staying the coursert in our fraq fiasco. Nor can rrterroristarl
distract us from our gro{ing problefis which are culminations of decades of fatheadedl folly
in ter.ms ol deno8raphicst economics & politics. The Privateer mentions our 'rRaubbau[ cul-
ture based on bofordingr rather than saving, which results in our consunption of our o\dn

capital neans of production, as rre1l as our failure to naintaifl & i&prove our vital infra-
structure, uhose failuie wilf have a doEino effect, by overloaaling already overloaaled &
neglected infrastructure: road6, railroaals' bridges' pipelines, electric polrer & distribu_
tion networks, refiner'ies, &c. Aging' deterioratilrg productive capital must be pressed to
the 1imit, as Bush II has urgeal the remaining oll iefineries, vrith foreseeable' disastrous
consequelccs. Our ovn capital investments in such places as China also exacerbate our pro-
ductive decl.ine, allong rith our exportation of manufacturing jobs. Then our \rillingness to
hire l]1egaI aliens to do such jobs a6 remain in the USA puts our future standard of living
into Iural World territory. The Privateer states that our consumerist society rrill end up
by consunj-ng itself, as a country of total"ly bankrupt d€btors.

So fari as the Biits say' 'rIrm all right' Jack.rr I marveL at
that fact, every dlay. ft aDpeais that China & japan are the only one6 who prop up our $
buying pover by accepting our jeu I.O.U.8 for manufactu?ed goods' but not much longer. The
Privateer mentions that the Chinese coulal boost their workeasr pay' thereby creating their
own doEestic oarket, instead of exporting to The Deadbeat States of Aderica. Thatrs uhat
Henry Ford did to create a malket for his automobiles' by payin8 his !,orkers $5 a day, in-
stead of the Boing uage of $1 a day. China could do that' in a very bi8 uay!
