likefy nean his death' ard lt did. kudolf Hess was 1oyal to Hitler & Iiational Socialism, :'i8ht
lo lhe end. There uere other great men lrho did 1iker,Ii6e, but lless uas truly outstandin8. He

said that if he ].rew his fate u/ould be just as it tuined out, herd do it all over again! so
as to avoid possible confusion: the USSR nade lless the iirst offer of freealom shortly after
1945, if Eess hrould denounce National 6ociafisn & change sides. The second freeilom offei was
made not to Hess, but to the West German Ziotlj-st regine. The !y'est Germans imnediately told
the British.
