WelI, 'securityr is never cheap. lle l,ouldnr t uant Osama bin Laden
handling our books rrith his canel-dung-smeared fin8ers! nou, rrould we? obviouslyr the qual-
ily of surveillance & security personnel. uould have to improve, uhich would dean najor
deoographic I po]ltical, educationaf & econoolc changes. One saylng which sheeple prate is
that "power corr'upts & absolute po{er corrupts absolutely.'r fhts is absolutely true in such
p1ace6 as llaiti, for a dictator is no nore powerful than his supporter'6. When a soclety frorl
top to botton consists mostly of corlupt & incompetent people, any security syste is bound
to function as a siever rather than a 6topper. The USA & Mexico are examples of corrupt gov-
ernfients v/hich cannot even control their border6. llhen we have the best government money can
buy, money talks & it can greaae open tots of doors. Corruption lead6 to vice & vice leads
to (eakness, so in the real worlal a tyranny is only as effective a6 the conpetence' virtue
& efficiency of its !0inions. Corruption crj.pples any regime' for its enenies can buy their
way into positions of pover. fhe proof of that statement is visible rherever !,,e look.

1 see l1o reason to be discouraged over fack of progress. Aside from the intellectual
exeicise obtained, it is othenrise a waste of time & effort to seek to convert those rlho
see you as their 'comletitorr. Sone live in their own fictional r,,orlds' dolng battle {ith
denons of theii own creation. one fel1ow excludes all l,{hites froB hi6 concelt of 'vlhite Na-
tionalism if they live outslde the UsA. Please refrain fron dubbing au those b1i8ht'ringers
rr]/lhite Nationalistsrrr for they are no more!.lhite l,lationalists than they {ould be Black Na-
tionalists. Certainly, Black Nationalist6 far outnumbei those of us rho areldhite National-
ists, although I hope that ralio may change. Even one's attenpts to co-operate are vieued
as 'competitionr by many bl.ightwingers. I wolrld dro? such people from consideration & Ird
save my words & paper for a truly receptive audlence. Ilore oII that Iater.

Exchanging inforeation anongst fairly like-minded people who help to spread lhe rord is
no nore rpreaching to the cholr' than it is to run a uire servlce Deus net!,rork like AP &
ileuterg, or printing The Net,'I York Tines on paper or on fine. Information may then reach
activists. Say that one activist reads an article in a publication' uhich stimulates him or
her to act by contacting feflolu activists to olganize a protest denonstration' for exaaple.
Ihe j.nformed majority rlho have read the same articfe usually do nothinSr for throughout
historyr revolutions & resistance groups comprise around 10{ of a population. This was true
for the so-caLfed Aflerican levolution, the Yugoslavlan resistance against the Gernan occu-
pation, &c. The lnternet can reach everyone, unlike distributing panphlets on the streets.
Those l,rho 1og on to pro-'Jhite sites llay iust wish to anuse or to inforn theoselves. The
success of any medium of comnunication is realized vrhen it reaches & informs peopfe who are
activists, who are !,ri11in8 & able to do sonething in regard to their information.

For 11 years I have al.so tried the face-to-face approach. To $hites I 8ent1y J'roflote
',,/hite Nationalism; to non-l,lhites I gently pronote AZA. Ilot one of lhen lvould be suitable to
receive a Cosdotheisft booklet. Not one! At thi.s stage f can report: Prospects: over 100;
Results: zero in term6 of response. The reason for this lack of success is tuofold: one is
the lack of interest in changing oners viets & adopting a ne worldview. The other is that
people who are not institutionalized have too many distractions for then to give due consid-
eration to any new way of thtnking, let alone behavlor. So vho are those nost likeIy to con-
sider neu, ideas & information: th€ institutionali zed I as your prison contact proves. I have
a r'apidly-giowing number of prisoner correspondents i,hose thinking is aB goodr if not better:
than most people on the outside. They have lots of time & freedoE with ,rhich to read' think
& responal, AND, they can also spread the message anongst their friends & fanifies. ,{,e can
thus turn the Zoc-gulags into White universitiesr just as the Black & l4exican nationafists
have done, & also the Moslem fiissionaries. Canlr'ihites copy a successful example? Let,s try& find out. ORION I --. -
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
