I am proud to aay we
were friends & colleeguea.He phoned ia€ as he wa6 dyia8 of lung cancor from a lifatine of
Bmoking, to nake 6ure Ird received en importaflt book herd nailed to,!e. I thanked hin, but I
had no idea that he uas going to die Bo soon. A6 I und.r6tand, he left the hos?i.tal after be-
ing diagnosed sith terminal lung cancer & shot hin6clf, rather than riak prolonginS hi6 nis-
ery, ju6t a6 I r.ould have done.
