I style llussofini as an example of rauthoritarian consensusrr
whereas llitler was a rtolalitarian populist,r "Stalin" tras Rothscldld agent for Red Russia.
Jew-banksters, ost notably in New York City, funded' fostered & fed Red Russia fron 1917
onwarrdsr on behalf of their ]&azar kosher cronies, r./ho are a national Sroup vrithin the
Russian Xmpire & the Soviet U[ionr just as they behaved ever since they arrived in America.
