I agree uith your analysis of religions & myths a6 crutches & as opiates, particularly
in the case of Chrlstinsanity, vhich one uriter describes as a rileath-uishr mythofogy or
cult. J.B. Canpbell wrote that the ancient Aryan writers of The Rig Veda6 \dere firmly based
on realisn, rrhich became their religion, {ith poetic, beautiful appreciation of Naturers
nagnificence & polver, If we uatch a sunrise or sunset, for exanple, oux knov/ledge of whatrs
happening does not dirxinish our sense of beauty in any vray. The fact that beautiful mu6ic
cofles fron the human members of an orchestia doas not detract from the quality of the music,
& a16o makes us appreciate the people who play it so we1l. If sone prefer to believe that
the nusic cofles from gods & is played for us by angels, the quality & the enjoyment remain.
I lend lo believe that nigger noise efianates frori denons, since they woufd be an appropriate
source for such racket, black ones, at that, I have concluded that life is not so bad that I
must seek escape in the forr. of illusions or myths. Death come6 to close the chapter, & as
some speculatet to open a nelr one, as T]"aI1z Liszt imagined in his rrI,es Prefudes.r' Ricard
Strauss $,ho wrote "Death & transfigurationrr as a young nran, allegedfy told his daughter that
his approaching death was just as herd described it in that tone-poem, which I also think is
beautiful. Ior some rea6on, I associate that piece with the sea, from r,rhich ny ancestors came
8r to lrhich we return, if we fouow our lnstincts.

Religions & myths can serve constructive purloses, as you mention. In my vieu,, ancient
Aryan relicions, myths & sagas, incluiling Aesoprs Fables! Grimmrs Fairy Talesr &c. provide
us rrlth a framel,ork of understanding, upon vhich we can hang our own experiences. That is
the lurpose of cultures, The hero myth is ancient & modern, a hero being one nan or woman
vho takes on great tasks, which can only be admired by us mere nortals & wimps. Eeroes are
for us to look up to, & to strive to eriulater as best we nay. I]ercules became our modern
cor^,boy hero, for example, or the brave repoxter or the private detective who may be on the
outs v/ith cops & crooks a1ike. The heroism nay not be physical, as !,/ithrroonan the Barbarian,"
but it depicts moraf bravery to one deeree or anolher. The more recent Hebrewood depictions
of hero as anti-hero is an interesting variatlon on the hero nyth' in r,,hich a nornal wimp
becones heroic, often despite hiflself.

Gods & men are shown as making mistakes, from v,hich we mortafs may learn, for our bene-
fit. Aryan Greek religion & plays made fate a rnajor player! always, in the affairs of gods
& nen, & the lesson theiein was thal we had to play the cards we are dealt in lifei to our
best ability. one old German proverb said: 'rThe gods wil1 brine victory or defeat in battle,
but you must bring the courage,rl

f agree that the best or worst part of any religion or myth is its operational prograo.
t/hen the contert is provided, ,rhat are we supposed to DO? This is why variants of Buddhism
are cal1ed rrIhe VJay'r or I'The Path.'r Some refigions are depicteil as a iray of reaching a 8oa1,
such as "the path of right eousness.rr others are the alestination of our jouxney, such a6 vir-
tue. If a man has virtuer whatever may befaIl him is of no moral consequence. His morals re-
main intact unto death. I.lational Socialisn !/as not nullified by mllitary defeat in 1945. On

the contrary, the rvictorsr of World rr/ar II have vindicated its principles by doing the op-
posite of NS tenets, wherever possiblel In l(uhnrs book onrrThe Theory of Scientific Revolu-
tions,'r he losits that the rl]ore rigorously vre apply a scientific theoryr the more cerlain it
is that it {i11 be exploded, as th6 discovery of "X-raysrr did to the former atomic theory.
A theory is described as a framework which functions like a coat & hatrack. the things !.re

befieve to be facts can be hung on that theoretical framework, but, eventually, along comes
an admitted fact which cannot be hung thereon. If the existing theory cannot explain such a
fact, then the theory nust be replacedl This is, in theory, how science functions, if lhe
politics of rpolilical correctnessr can be removed, which is now as pov.rerful as it v/as unaler
stalin, in regard to race & heredity, which ere rnot supposed to exist" but the more they
are d^nied, the more they appea' .

rrcreativltyrr is open to your own revision & interpretation, like any other religion, As
one !.,riter observed, if you drop a Bible on the street, someone u1]l pick it up & slart a
new church or synagogue. Thatrs why the Catholic Church resisted Bible-translation into corx-
mon languages for so longl Religious rascals loo!, vhatrs good for them. I met Ben laassen il1
19?6. Hisrrlfhite }1an,s llible| struck ne more like a ,rl,Jhite Man's Talmud,,, but I saw some



2) racial refevance therein. Christ-eaters & blood-sippers interpxet their reli8ion ltith
selectivity & iriagination, so you may alo the sanre uith Creativity. You can afso invent a
nei/ religion !,,hich fu1fills all your woxldly & I other-u,orld1yr desires. As trlark T ain ad-
vised: I'lrean better dreams!!iA recent exanple, albeit not good, is r,.Ron Hubbardrs Church
of Scientology. Other cults such as the Moonies' Heavenrs Gate, Peop]e's Teflpler &c. are
proof that any cult, no tuattex how kookie' can attract foffouers, who become willing zom-
bies, perhaps on behalf of rtogetherness,r laassenrs titles, such as Ponlifex }iaximus &
rrsalubrious l,ivingrrare unlikely lo stimulate & notivate supporters. Ird guess that a book
entitfed rrlu8ubrious Livingrr would attract nxore buyers anongst rGothsr & fans of Ch.\r:les
Addams. Done prope.ly, it could be a best-se1ler. Tuxedo-merchants vould support it'sioce
readers v,ou1d be urged to dress like Count Dracular alv,ays attired for oners own funeral,

Your observations of rrneo-Nazis'r & skinheads is a continuation of a bad start which I
observed from the beginning in Britain & North America. As I urderstand' skinheads were
displaced, uneflployed British v/orkingclass youth lvho 6a no place in British society & no
future. They became nihilists, hedonists & hooligans. To enhance their rbaal' reputations'
they adopted Nazi insignia, slogans & 6a1utes, with no understanding of National Socialism
nor any apparentr,^,ish to do so, similar to the HelI's Angelsr motorcycle club: 'rl/e are bad,
but don't ask how or whyl" Hebrev/ood says rNazls are badr, so a fascist fashion statement
does the job, with nary an iota of understanding- As you nole, drugs & alcohol reduce the
!/arrior image to an itluslon in due courser & I am often surprised to learn how quickly a
healthy youth can ruin himseu or herself. These are denizens of a death-wish cuft r.rho are
unfit to be White Nationalists or National Socialistst or even members of an other-wise viable
society. I have heard of rnecro-Nazisr, but not ineedle-Nazis,' until you Erentioned it.
Thanks for that addition to oy vocabulary! Yes, they are all r'llot-sees.'r

lrhen 1 still h.td a job, before it left for l4dia, sone whiggers wanteil to Sive me a
rhigh-five'. Since l was leaving the room, I told them I coulil not give them personal hi8h-
fives, since f was in a hurry, but I could glve them all a Poman high-five' so I snapped a
snart Ss-style salute. l,ater, after lunch, a girl said that my I'Ronan hiSh-five[ reminded
her of a movie which sherd seen, but coulil not recalI specifically. I told her that Ird
also seen it in a novie:"the.e uas a guy, sonre early rock-star, I think' who stooal in an
old-fashioned, classic fino. All his fans uanteal to give him a high-five, but he was in a
hurry to get to the airport, so he had no tine to high-five then afl. Thatrs why he gave
the mitlion or so lans a Ronran high-five, I gue6s, I recal1 that he haii a moustache like
Charlte Chaplin.'r This ls a farious scene from 'r0riumph of the'rlill'Ir but I did not te11
her that. All she said,^,as, r\lhors Charfie Chapfin?'r Not bad for a college grad' eh? 1 won-
der if she Laor'rs anything about a "Rockvell,rr artist or othervise. I doubt it.

I appreciate your brave self- evaluation. As l see it, the routsider of ZOGrs gulags is
fraught vrith dangers similar to those on the inside. How you will choose to live v/hen you
get out is largefy up to you, since the hedonist values of our society actually promole
the sort of behavlor that can land one back in the guIag. The top-kick cxooks of Enron are
proponents of the Judeo-American Dream, tike lhe druglords on the old seriesr il'liami Vice.Ir
Itrith such rheroesr as these, it is no wonder that so many alenizens ol North Anerlca & Eur-
ole seek escape in drugs, booze & kook-cufts. Certainly, there are nany bad exanples to
foUov, in oux society! This poses a trufy heroic challenge for us to create our oun viable
raciaf communities for our survival & self-improvement. Againr we mu$t all start from
scratch, as I wrote in "lJhat We Can Do-ri tr'or me, nothing has changed since I !',rote it! a1-
though I have attempted to create such a community, with my limiteil means.

According to studies done on U.S. P.O.W.s by Chinese captors during The Itorean War'
fewer than one out of 20 have any feadership potentiaf. Chinese guarals rrrho spoke no On8-
lish r^rere told to vratch for rrthe man to whorn other men listeneal, the flan who could laugh
in adversity & the man r,/ho sho\,red courage in the face of an armed ene&y' r,rhile he'himself,
was diEarmed.rr Such men were segregated fro& the 19 out of 20 sheelIe, & put in tightly-
guarddd P,C.W. camls. These official U.S. Defence rept. audiotales revealeal that not one
U.,S. P.o.W, escapeal, & that one third of the sheeple died, mainly because there u,as nobody
to tel1 them to do anythingr noi to gather firelrood, not to eat & not to get out of bed.
iJithout their natural leaale!'s, otherwise healthy young men retired to their bunks & slept
thenselves to death!'1r^,as requireil to listen to these official tapes as a conpulsory stu-
denl of Air lorce ROTC, rrhen I was a college freshman in 1915. Needless to sayr they made
an inpression on mel The Chinese sure had our number doun pat as anarcho-hedonists in the
sef f ish Jef f ersonian txadition.



,) The Turks {ere quite dilferentl Turkish F.C,lr.s were totd that they vexe'ral1 equalirr
& that their nilitary ranks no longer appliedi as the U.S. prisoners were to1d. The Turks
refused to obey the Chinese orders, so theix officers ere shot, then their sergeants.
Uhen the surviving Turkish prisoners continued to reco8nize their military ranks, dov,/n to
senior private, the chinks gave up! li/impinA out is the preluile to dying out, Irve knov/n
that since A956, b.ut sheeple aion't kno$/ that, & do not u,ant to know, The Turkish coflrnunity
could not be broken, even if only one uele feft standing. The U.S. prisoners never had a
community, as became obviou6. that was true in the 1950rs & it is truer nou,.

As you observe, prison is a v,ay of lifo for many people. Iive kroun former & pre-con-
victs !,,ho saw the prison environment as ireality,r rather than civilian 1ife, {hich seemedralien' to them. As a firefighter v/ith the U.S. Forest Service, I net many mer0bers of con-
vict labor crevrs, some of irhon lJere quite infortuative. One told me duxing a rest-break
that he vras actually scared of feaving prison, for he would face all soxts of decisions in
his daily life on the out6ide. i{e described to me vividly, ho,, he feared getting on a busl
& telling the driver where he wanteil to go. Another fellow has recurrent nightmares of be-
ing in a supermarketrs cereal section, unable to choose a box of cereal fron all the rest.
No, the convicts rvould all 6peak Spanish or Xbonics, so such conrmunication would be a prob-
1er. IiiEihly-structured environments like the military, hospitals or lrisons are entirely
suited for sheeple vho need to be told h,hat to do, ho to do it & vJhen. Stlch institutions
are not suited for the one out of 20 v/ith leadership potential, such as initiative. Thatrs
why the Conmies did their most to discourage personal initiative' uhich may lead to noncon-
formityt which may lead to revolt. My initiative Ied me to the Amazon River, & my escape
fron the Judeo-Anerican Ratrace, I an happy to say, so virtue is indeed its own rewaral. I
could see the prison aspects of this society as soon a6 I was required to attend elenrentary
school, & it took me lots ol palience to nake good my escape. As the jew, Erich fro!1m,u,rote:
there are tvro types of freedom: freedom moII & freealom TO. tr'romm described those who fear
freedom TO a6 'rauthoritarian personalities! that lsr sheeple. Soldiers at The Presidio of
Montereyr whexe I was stationeil after Basic Training, coulal'think of nothin8 to do, off
duty, than to open their mouths & pour booze down them. I found ltany more interesting things
to do & to see, so my alcohol-consumption was very low, afthough Montery was the sasre place
for them as it was for me. Gosh, maybe vre arenrt aI] 'equallr Too bad Thomas Jeffer6on never
quite sobered up to reaal the crap he wrole!

As you say, the best leader is he who leaals by example.
In regard to National Socialism, lAassen, who alleged that it uas rrjust for Germans'r

was wrong, even though Dr. Goebbels may have aleclareal that rrNational Socialism was not for
export." Thi6 line nay have been to counter similar declarations made by Stalin, r,rho lied
that he nerely supported I'socialism in one country," after Trots}'l.rs failed attenpt to con-
quer Europe uilh the Red Army in the 1920's, National Socialism ras first coined by Theodor
tlerzl, the founder of Zionist Israel. Any peopfe can adopt NS as a system for improvement &
survival. Since Whites befong to one race, 1,lhy canrt ire adopt a pro-Uhite systen, like NS?
tsy seeing ourselves as !,Ihites, v/e can pronote ldhite Unity & Uhite liationhoodr for nation
is people, not p1ace. That is why 1 colned the slogan (goa1) that Our Race Is our Nationl
which i6 shortened to ORION: The l,laffen-SS vas certainly pro-German, but its members r.rere
not, specifically, Germanst nor even Aryans. AZA (fhe Anti-Zionist Alliance) is my idea for
non-rhite aI1ies, even jelrs, 1,rho r'rork against the Zionist ( j ew-supremacist ) vlorld Ordure.
Allies are not kinfolk, as I try to teach allegedly pro-I,{hite Whites. Ior nany Whitesithexe
is lots & lots to learn. I have not learned by releating my mistakes, by luck & by alertness,
as you say you did. Hard lessons are the ones we learn be6t, I hope! fiy fearning has been
similar to that of a mouse in a mazei exploring passages uhich have dead enals, then backing
out into ner', ones which may lead me to the cheese. Fortunately, I did not spend much time
in discovering many dead enils, for I learneal from others, before doing it myself, or NoT
doing vhat they didr with dire xe6u1ts. Whatever I have done or not done is liY responsi-
bility, no one efsers. Not only aloes the buck stop here, but I can spend it as I please.

also has pleasanl r,iemories' like being fired upon & mlsseall Oht tobacco-snoking ls about
as harflful as olher drugs' since it adversely affects the fungs & heart. I never sfloked
because my father didr & he alrvays co plaineal about it. lle never hail to tefl me not to
smokel f have seen leaders like Rochvell 6ayrrFolfolv melrronly to flnd himself all alone
in no rnan's land' under enemy bombardment, r,rhile his should be supporters v,atch him from
the safety of their trenches. such brave leadership serves no one' as yoll noted' It just
gives the ZOc an easy tarAet. A soldier is traineil in fire-discipline ' so he aloes not r.raste
amlro t nor betray his position prematurely. IIe leafns not to fire when the enemy appears'
but lrhen he is within range. Real discipfine is revealedl vrhen one ls fired upon' yet'knows
that he must not fixe back. l'lhat provides imediate satisfaction may afso ruin an entire
canpaign. That is going for a peanut jnstead of the Bi8 Prize. Itilitarv thinking disting-
uishes tactics fron strategy. factic6 must a]\,,ays be subordinate to strategy. As some say,
"He won the battle, but lost the war!'r Racialty' the USA has 'u,onr many battles & its vic-
tories are a1l/,Iay6 alefeatE for l{hites' since they afvays result in fewer of us & uore of
non-Whites in our former livinBspace. Guerrilla fighters' like usr rousl seek as rnany s a11'
safe vlctories as possible, rather than ganblin8 our lioiteal resources on bigger' dangerous
ones, which nay prove to be big defeats. our mere survlval is a victory, of itseul Fling_
ing ourselves on the fixed bayonets of the enemy is uncalled for, & serves only the enemy'

The most effective llan on behalf of Our Race is to rai6e a White fai0ily & do your best
to educate them, So far, alf t've accomplished is to stay out of debt & to put out a smaI1
amount of pro-Uhlte propaganda. f never earned sufficient to support a family' & being de-
ported froB 5 countries lnas not conalucive to romance & child-rearing, nor was my participa-
tion in at feast tr,ro civi.l wars' vrhich I did (for reasons of health.rr But, I am a special
ca6e. I advised t!,,o $hite youths to leave the sold-out civil r,,ar in Rhodesia & return to
the USA, vhere they should start their families. Instead' both died in ambushes. Too bad!
No family, no future. In my ot^ln case' no family = no hostages to ZOG. But parenthood is
real hexoisBl. You misht consider home schooling to protect youi kids fron to*ic inaloctrin_
ation & a6sociale6, in addition lo toxic teachers, some of ulhom I had in elementary school.
This is long-teim, quiet heroism, in \,,hich the parents & children nust rrun sllentr run
aleep' on behaff of survival. It reninds ne of Hungarian families under their ZoG' in which
children were encouraged to denounce any I politically-inc orrectr words or actions on the
part of their parents. lihen the jew-comnie dictator of tlungary declared that vrives v,ould
have to work, in order to advance comnunisn, the llungarian Revolt of 1956 was slarked.
That jew-screw was desiEined lo destroy the famify, & Hun8arians nere smaxt enough to kro!,
it. Dumb U.S. citizens think itrs a 'privilege' to have mothers who work!

I havenit heard anything about Rudy stanko since I read his revealing book, i'The score'r'

I guess a gooal singer can make a bad song sound good, just as
a bad 6inger or leader can make a good song sound bad. That is i.rhy most sheeple aplear to
foI1or,, the singer, rather than the song, in politics (people-power), observers have liken-
ed politlcs to shotr-biz, especiaUy when second-rate actors become president, based nainly
on their prevlous movie roles! Reagan provedl that. Ee could read his cue cards llith appar-
cnt sincerity, \,hiIe lush II canrt even read his cue cards properly, thereby showing him-
self as an enbanassment, as well a6 a liability.

The advice you have to offex, which ls ba6ed on your hard-earned experience, is valid
& informative to mer afso. As you say, the best thing is to stay out of the guIag, by all
meansl I see what you mean about 'rlihat r.,le Can Do.[ Unfortunately, our most intimate family
nenbers can be our worst enefties. As lve learneal in the army, aII enemy up close can do more
danage than an enemy at a alistance, & it must huit very much to have a bad parent, who does
not care lor her child, & who actively seeks to hurt hin. You are indeed lucky to have at
least one good friend. Most people call lots of people frlends," but this is incorrect.
Co-consuners are not friend,s, unless you find out that you can xely upon then u,hen things
Bet difficult. one is lucky to have even one whom he can reafly call a friendl

Yes, Revilo P. Cl"iver was my friend. David Duke wrote tuewish Supremacisnx,'r hofiever.
I never had any trouble making ZOG dislike me. !,lhy, it was no trouble at all, even

\rhen it wa6 not my intention. I'iaybe ZOG i6 rprejudicedr because Irm White & also p?o-
'irhite. Cne fello!,/ calleil me a rrrogue scholar.rr I admit that I am a rrworal-criminal,'r who
can make bad jokes in various languages. For example, if I say, 'rJ am not a spyrr in any
languager no one befieves me. Some have taughed & said, IDo you expect us to believe you?rr
Thatrs vrhat the Bast German authoritieS said as they eEcorted me to the train at Bahnhoi
Iriedrlchstrasse in East Berlin, in 1969. I tend to think that ZCG's reaction wa6 extrerne-
ly disproportionate to any offense I may have caused it.

Iou reaIly should nake a fu11 account of your gulag experiences, both to educate the
pubfic whose tax dollars support ZCG|s gulags, & to deter reckfess people from becoming
residents therein. IIot only is such a debriefing a good form of therapy, in uhich Thoreau
said that I'the unexamineil life is not worth living,i but you uiU be turning stumbling
b1ock6 into steppingstones or making lemonade out a lenon6, if you prefer. You are r,vise to
wait until you are outl

To vietr a nilitary career as a meal ticket or scbolarship is a fauacy which often
lroves to be fatal, or nearly sor in r,/hich one is aIive, but badly damaged, mentafly &
physically. My Service was, just by luck, in peacetine, between the r'orean lrar & the Viet-
nam llar. Thatrs hold I missed seeing action in the U.S. Army. 1 saw most of my action as a
civifian in Colonbia & Rhodesia, as The l,aw ol the Contrary lroulal alictate. My normal jobst
such as teaching & writing tend to attract bombs: 2 in Colonbla, plus one landmine, \,hich
missed ixe, & I bombs in Toronto, Canada, !,/here I worked. Iortunately, they arrived h/hen I
r.ras out. Two went off, but the Bomb Squad disposed of the third, Then there vere the ?or-
onto Thought-Crime Riots in which the jews participated. Our side !,,on the fights as well
as the trials, eventually. Then there irere snipers, bad ones, in Coloobia & llhodesia, I,m
glad to 6ay, because they missedl Yes, military ability is necessary, blrt it must be sub-
ordinate to ne&tal ability. f\noving when NOT to fire is at least as important as lflowing
when to fire, for example. All eoobat occurs within a context, such as night or dayr city
or country, forest or desert, &c. A good sofdier fits into hi6 context. A bad one stands
out. Ihowing your terrain is essential! day & ni8ht, even \,ith modern technology, such a6
night vision goggles & infrared devices.
