I also contacted co11ege6 in
ig & il'A, wirere Las tolC that thelr faculties were rLrnnin8 scared for iob tenure. I sau
lots of jews & o:her non-Mile faculty oembers' but very fe!,/ Cstensibl"e Whites. Itvery job
application required the appticant to fill out his racial/ethnic status' although there
was supposedfy no preferential hiring, except for "affirmative_actionl in favor of non_
ll/hites. That struck me as most orwellian. IIad I been a young parent, Iid have been truly
desperate. I wonder wha: happened to thoee desperate minimun {age-earning parents u,ho had
worked so efficiently at the iob vhich went to India. Some of then were trying to hold
down two or , part-tine, minimur lrage jobs, which required rat-race style comnruting' ,rhich
included Ieaving their children at daycare centexs &,/or schoolsr plus picking them up. I
concluded thai their lives were endless ni8htmares derived from I'lission Impossible. No one
could afford to get sick, nor to oversfeep even half an hour: A few told me that they had
to move back to live v/ith their parents. Someho!,,, the }lexican invaders seem much better
o.ganized than these White rat-racers: they seem to have inflnite numbers of spicklettes,
& c;rn afford to drive around in expensive' fancy cars, which are a16o customized. 0f
course, those r,ay just be the successfr.il ]ocal druSlords, but there [ru6t be lots of them!
