{. lf you migrate to Mexico, you must speak the native languaEe.

12. You must be a professional or an investor., No unskilled workers allo!v!$

3. There will be no special bilingual programs in the schools, no special baltots for
elections, all government business will be conducted in Spanish.

4. Foreigners will not have the right to vote regardless of time lived in Mexico.

5. Foreigners will never be'able to hold poiitical office.

6. Foreigners will not be a burden to the taxpayerc. No welfare, no food stamps, no
health care, or other government assistance programs.

7. Foreigners can invest in this country, but it must be an amount equal to 4O,OOO
times the daily minimum wage.

8. lf foreigners wish to purchase land, that may be approved, but options will be
restricted. Foreigners are not allowed to purchase waterfront property - that is
reserved for citizens naturally born in Mexico.

9. Foreigners may not protest; no demonstrations; no waving a foreign flag; no
political organizing; no negative comments about the Mexican president or his
policies. To do so is cause for immediate deportation to your country of origin.
