fron a present tolal oI , countriesr USAr Peru, Sr'reder, East Germany & nhodesiar because
of ny journaliEtic activities. Uhen I was in Torontor iresh fron llfrjca, in 7976, I net
ilrnst r.r1:o told me ol his lolitical ambitions, which were considerable, havine ruri againcl
Pierre Trudeau for |rime Minister of Canada, &c. He told me of his lro-lrhite, alti-Zion-
ist views, & in\.ited me to collaborate lrith hitu, which 1 uas happy to do, for those ,iler:e
rnl/ o!{n vierrs. T rv.rrne.l him 1n 19?6 that if hc rvere to embark upon this course of action,
lhere were certain risks: the leaslt risk woufd be doath; the Sreater risk the loss of
one's lovcd ones. I said to Ernst th"Lt neither of us h.rd solio 1ega1 status in Canada: j
was a v:isitor. iie was.. lei:aI resident & landed immigrant. tsoth of us corrlC be turfed out
of the countri' oD lhe vrhim of its Zionist occupation Govarnx0erll or zoc. i slroke from ex-
perience. nrnst ran to his jevri$h rrnama'r 'rAnne ilurton"r & told her uhrt that alvful Eric
had sai{1. r',ccordina, to Ernst, she said: "Iric wants evcryone to live out of a suitcase,ri
for t herc icld drnst thal, lf llLe authcri'.ies vere nice' thel/ r.i6ht let you take a suit-
case of yorlr belongingE with you into exile. ThiE vras an example of "/'nie ilurton'sI je?-
jitsir uith Irnst's braln.
