It 1,,las notably 2 Black Aflican vriters !'Iho ad-
vi6ed halting aI} 'aidi to Africa, since it profits crooks, foreiSn & donestic, & i6 no
benefit to the African people lrho nust live in Airica. l\o vonder such an articl-e u,as only
published in a oerman newsletter vrith a 6ma1f circuLation! Ferhaps ny translation will
infofln a fer nore ooyim! aside fron decision-makers tho r/ork for the zoc.

DurinA ny work in ilhodesiar I was privileged to be stationed in tribal trust areas'
where I could see Black Africa in its traditional culture. One notes the kraals, lutch
fo! corrals, which enclosed the huts of a Black manrs wive6. These hutsr !,Ihich were built
by the womenr who did all useful t ork in African societyr were made ol mud plastered over
,rattles ({oven sticks & tvigs). the huts $ere round, {ith conicaf thatched roofs to pro-
tect them from rairfall, if any. dealthier families vould aCd pfaster for better insula-
tion & {ater-proofing. Doors virere usually l-arge pieces of vood, 8lLe8edly strong enough to
prevent a hungry lion fron lorcing entry. The ffoors vrere red & polished. ','lhat fooked like
red cement v,as nud mixed with cattle b1ood, uhich vas smoothed & dried. C]1e hut I visited
had a bie b!'ass bealstead, with room for nothing more. gverything l/uas cleanr 6ince nothj-[8
\ras vasted. Traditional African piIlolrs are nade of carved hardwood' rather in the shape
of 2 ITs'r, vith the botton "T" inveried. The wooden pillolrs aie at lea6t a foot high, for
they also serve a6 6tool-s to sit on. such pill.oluG ii,ould be used Lrith cushions or bedlo1fs'
rather than the nuropean-sty1e bed I alescribed. The Afiican piIlow is a codpronise! for I
think it would take getting used to as a 6too1 or aE a pillon. The Blacks obiected to the
use of \rheels, perhaps because ts1ack6 lever inventeal them. irater !,las hauled froo the near-
est pond or Etream in 50 gallon steel drun6! carrieal on forkeil tree trunk6 that uere chain-
ed to pairs of oxen. This is in i'1he Space Age!" the tree forks di8 erosion gullies in the
soilr !,rhich 6peed up soil depfetion in rains' & turn6 rivers bror^,n ' i]se of whee16 !'Iould
also save o!! oxen, but v/heeled carts are too rhiSh-techr for Black Africais tribaf trust
lands. Since lromen did all the {ork, including chiLd-fearing, food-Srorrillg, weaving & hut-
buiLdirg, vhat did the traditional Black nale do? ile fathered children! by visiting his
wives in turn. He spent lots of tine in the beelhalls where he quaffed large amount6 of
African bee!, loxown as chibuko in southern Africa. I understand that it was abost thick
enough to be chewedr 60 it rese,nbled combinin8 European-sty1e beer sith colnmea1 Dush. The
Black adult male va6 traditional-Ly a hunter, 60 he {oufd sit in the beerha1l6 & teLl hunt-
ing storiesi after which' he'd go home to father additional childlren. Itis a hard }iferbut
someoners 8ot to do it' a6 they say.

'r'rhen the first lilhites alrived to settle in that part of Afrj-ca, non calLed Zinbab{er
in 1890 r there !{ere approximately ,0OrOOo tslack tribesmen chasing one another about in
tribal l,,ars Ior landr cattle & tomen. When the Whites handed the territor:y over to BLack
llarxist rule in 1980, there vere over 7 million Blacks, by actual" census. Thi6 is lrhat the
Evil White Man had done to Africa. The rule is si&PLe: lJhen Btacks lrultiply beyoad theit
cultural values, they destroy the fand & one anothet' The crazy l hite farmers produced
great food surpLuseE, & the c!'azy dhite nannie6 of colonial ruLe protected B1acks fton
them6e1ve6, uhich contributed to furthea Black increase. But ltack val"ues remained un-
changed, regardlesE of suitEr telephone6 & air-conditi-onin6: 'rl4ore fol me & nore of ner"
irith no re8ard for the rest. Before I left Africar I nade a prediction based on what I
sa, around oer over-population, desertification & shortsiShted' ruthle6s greed. The White
Man uas leaving Aflica, but not to the Africansr for the Asians see resource_rich Africa
a6 their' promised land. I predicted that the Bfacks could not hold o[to Africa' & that
there {ould be far feve! Blacks thereon' {ere they left to thetr own cultura]' valuesr as
is occulring. Uy experience ill Africa erased any vesti8es I riay have had of colonialisor
be1lef in cheap labor &/or "rrhite supreoacyr'r for I 1,,as firsthand uj-tne66 to the evils of
diversity. Ilavir]g Eerved at ihe tail end of The British xnpire ln Africar t had no diffi-
culty in recognlzinS the USA as another multi-national' oulti-cultural enpire: a kosher
version of ancientr alecadent Rome. After my travefE on this Planet, 1 observed that l"lhites
invent & forBeti Ye11o\,6 copy & remembet' & Blacks destroy. This i6 not to clailr any race
as 'j-nferior. r One student of evolutionary theot'y pointed olrt that Uhite & A6iall brains
are way too biA for their behavlor' & that Blacksr brains are more suited to their evolu_
tlon.
