Th15 1s called
uother N19ht, and the I'llnter solstice or Mld-9rlnter ls the polnt
at lrhlch the sun 1s as far away from the earth as lt ever gets
and at whlch potnt lt beqlns lt s qradual return and hoL'ever
lmperceptlbly the days begin to be longer arld lrarmer.

our Eeathen (from the heath of country dlrelling) ancestors
that hellaved ln the olc aocs usually Cedicated the YuIe festlv-
ltles and sacrifl.ced to Thor because 1t ls belleved the thor
successfully fought tack the evil Erost Glants of wlnter wlth
tis l,lighty Hammer, Miollnlr.

They celebrateC nen, llfe tbat inas born to the clan anal nourned
lost kln and they set goals and ade pacts for the comlng year.
They chose an approprlate evargree!! tree to represent the Tree
of Llfe (Yggdrasll) and ilecorated lt lrlth nine orbs to represent
the nlne realms of exlstence anc clrcled 1t wlth qarland to
replesent the World Serpent. On each of the 12 days of Yule
l.t lras approprlate for couples ot sweethearts to exchange one
smal1 homemade glft each day. Each glft representing a melnory
or hope from each month of the precedlng or proceeClng year.

So you see 'vre stl1l celebrate Yule the way our 'lleathen
ancestors dld. Some thlngs have Just been renameC but santa,
stockings, x-mas trees. Yule r,ogs, '12 riays ot x-mas and many
other "Christmas customsl all have thelr roots ln ,reathenry.
