The IRS makes an esiimate of how mudl s€rvica-sector workors will maks in tips, and
taxes th6m on it €ven if ths taxpayer did not actually earn as much as th€ IRS' *timatel

Tips provide a substantial portion of th€ income of many servic€-sec'tor employees, many of whom ar6
young people just trying to make a bw 6xtra dollars to get through school, or single parents ofien
balanting two jobs while trying to make snough to raiss a family. This tax amouots to nolhing more than
the federal governmont punishing lh€s€ employ€es for working hard and doing thEiriobs w€ll.

I have introducad H.R. 3664 in Congress to 6nd this problem. The Tax Free Tips Act of 2007 will exempt
tips lrom fed€ral income and payroll taxes. Ending taxsE on tips will give workeB an imm€diate pay
raiso, lelting them keep more mon6y to put toward things lika a hous€ ot car paym€nt, their r€tir€ment,
or their own and/or their children's education.

Vvhen you giv€ someone a tip, you should not have to simultaneously tip the federal govornment.
