Now this Germany
stands at the edge of an abyss because her adversaries could not bear her
growing stength and power. But a nation of 80 million, that stood fast for
six years against the entire world except for Japan while being

outnumbered 25 times over, can never be wiped out. The memory ofthe great Fuhrer will live on
in the Geman people."

Hitler, on the other hand, neyer denied his deep admiration for B tain, which
eventually led to the big miscalculation at Dunkirk and ultimately in Germany's
defeat.

In 1938, he sent an open letter from England to AdolfHitler; "IfEngland should
ever suffer a national misfortutre like that ofGermany's of 1918, I will pray to
Cod to scnd us a man ofyour power ofrvill and spirit."
