tsuddhism
Asoka's "prime directive"

needed a vehicle that would be
accepted by peoples world-
wide. He found it in the teach-
ings of Buddha. Buddhism is
a system of conduct and mind
control. It advises against Iy-
ing, cheating, and stealing,
and advises its followers to
obey their rulers, but it has

nothing like the Biblical teach-
ings of the doctrine of man,
sin, salvation and the resurrection. It has no God.

Most Buddhist teachings are simple everyday com-
mon sense, and as such are are considered by many to
be the most moral of all teachiogs - next to Christianity.

Since Buddhism has no god, its teachings can be
aftached to any religion by a practice of mental seif-dis-
cipline called "Yoga". Good moral instruction plus the
admonition to obey one's ruler is received u,i& open
arms by rulers worldwide. When combined with the
